Religion Class 15 – Holy Week
Holy Week 
The Armenian Church calls the final week of Christ's life on earth Great Week or Holy Week (Avak Shapat).  During this time, we share in His teachings, His suffering, His death, and His resurrection.
Jesus was betrayed by one of his disciples. He was taken to the High priests and Sadducees. He was condemned, beaten and humiliated. Then he was taken to Herod and Pilate where he was condemned to die on the cross. 

The soldiers took him, beat him with rods and had him carry the cross. On Golgotha he was crucified along with two thieves. Jesus died on the cross, and he was entombed. 

Therefore we commemorate these events with “Holy Week” the time that these events took place, His enterence to Jerusalem we call “Tsaghkazard”, His betrayal and death “Khavarum” His entombment “Taghoum” and his Resurrection “Harutyun”.
Holy Week is the most important week of the year for the Church.  With Christ's Resurrection, the redemption of all humanity is realized and sin and death are vanquished.
